Minutes
Overview
Committee met to refine primary objectives for AY2011-12 and determine how we can advance their accomplishment:

· To actively develop and build Teaching Collections in the Library; includes:

· Installing flat files drawings to support academic programs

· Develops glass case viewing area for historical archives of the college

· Determining what collections (books, catalogs and/or digital materials) need to be built in the coming year(s). 

· There is currently an XCEL spreadsheet in development for inventory

· We need to develop a formal policy for determining accession of artworks and/or other documents/materials.

· To actively develop and build Teaching Collections under the Gallery’s purvue; includes:

· Developing an approach to acquisition desired artworks (on paper or in digital form) for the teaching collection(s). 

· Internships (in progress) to document work by Joe Jeszwald and Ollie Balf. 

· Some works by Jeszwald and Balf have been chosen and/or given to the College.

· Completion of the Achive Office in the basement of the Student Village.

· This climate controlled, lockable space will allow for collecting and storing historical documents in one location (versus current location in various offices). 


· Will help in having overview and catalog of all documents, photographs and artworks

· Will help to develop and install ‘History of Montserrat’ in the library.

Initiatives
· Cheri is shifting from the Millenium Library System to the Evergreen Library System (currently used by all other members of NOBLE). This requires:

· Preparation of the collection specs for the transition

· Evaluating Electronic Resource Subscriptions

· Full inventory

· Do we need to do a student survey  (as mentioned in the NEASC report)? Cheri will check this out with the Dean.

· Leonie and Cheri will develop an internship proposal for an Intern to document and catalog work currently in the flat files.

· An example of ‘flat file’ initiative was this fall’s exhibition of Propaganda Posters, which are now matted appropriately and more effectively preserved for viewing.

· We need to develop a process and policy for finding and viewing work in the flat files; essentially, this becomes a digital collection catalog of works that can be viewed by teachers and students. 

Assessment of ‘What is Needed” for on-going projects:
· We need significant numbers of archival boxes for separate storage of prints, photographs, drawings, illustrations, graphic design, typography  and other media.

· Can this be a ‘biddable project’ in the next Artrageous Auction?
· Leonie will pursue this option with Howard and Steve.

 Other:
· Members of the Gallery/Library Committee will discuss the plans for a spring search for  the  permanent full-time librarian with the Academic Deans.
