Call to review and prioritize Jake and Ron’s recommendations for the semester.

Return to last discussion concerning the LTT core competencies and its relation to the Technology and Curriculum committees. 

Ron suggests that this committee represents all the departments that have LTT requirements running.

Suggestion made that we as the tech committee can only advise but not implement any school wide changes. All information and recommendations from our committee would be passed off to the curriculum or other relevant committee/department for approval.

The question was raised should Marjorie Augenbraum be asked to attend to help facilitate any administration concerns about the LTT objectives.

Proposal to have a meeting between the Technology and Curriculum committees before introducing any LTT proposals to the faculty.

Committee members were asked to identify the core competencies for the LTTs from their respective areas and bring them to the next meeting for discussion.
There was a discussion about the IT ticket system and how to make sure that the faculty use it. Some still avoid or don’t know about it and this creates a problem for IT when it comes to documenting and cataloguing the work they do.

Proposed that the technology committee draft a memo reintroducing the ticket system to the faculty that be distributed via Sharon McManus and announced at the next faculty meeting.

Jake raised the question of Final Cut X and its relevancy to the school versus using Adobe Premiere.

Jake discussed potentials for using Lynda.com for facilitating learning at the school and how AICAD is showing a growing interest in it. 

Discussed possibilities of lowering the cost via sharing with Endicott. Or could the money potentially come from faculty development funds.

Jake and Sylvia agree to look at our options with Lynda.com

Discussion ensued about Lion operating system and how it is not feasible in the server system that we have right now. There are too many bugs.

Discussed the potential for sending recommendations about tablets to incoming freshman. Is this something that we want to approach as a school wide initiative?

Discussed digital labs and their use or non-usage, by students when classes are not running. Does this mean we need to have a dedicated flex lab space that never has classes in it or find ways to adjust the lab times to better suit the students’ work habits?
